Hints and Tips


Encourage your child to talk about their learning and what learning is happening at school. 


Talk to your child about their strengths and interests and how they are progressing. 


Look for opportunities at home to develop literacy and numeracy skills.  


Our focus this term in numeracy is fractions, money and data handling. 


Encourage your child to discuss and use different denominations of coins and notes.


Support them to calculate different monetary amounts whilst shopping etc. 


Continue to support your child to practise their number bonds and times tables to improve quick recall and accuracy of the facts. 


In literacy our focus is to identify and discuss the difference between fact and opinion.  


Encourage your child to read newspapers or watch Newsround and talk about the key features. Help your child to identify the difference between fact and opinion. 


Encourage your child to form and discuss their own opinions on a range of topics and highlight how these may differ from other peoples’ opinions. Support them to appreciate that it is okay to have opposing views as long as they share their opinions respectfully.


In writing we will be learning to identify and use persuasive language to create our own texts, posters and adverts. 


Support your child to look for persuasive language in everyday life – on the TV, advertising, magazines, in different shops such as supermarket, toy shop etc.








Reading


During ERIC time we encourage the children to read for enjoyment. Your child may wish to take a magazine, book, novel, comic, non-fiction etc. to keep in their tray for this time. These should be changed frequently as they are completed.  Library books will be sent home weekly and should be returned the following week for changing.
